Two
responses including that of Fairview Township offering no objection to the application were
received. The application was reviewed and discussed with Ms. Hidde, Stonemark Surveying and
Mr. Klohn, Beach Club LLC.
Minutes: 3/12/2018:
PC members were at the site 02/05/18. 101 notices of the application were mailed for the 02/12/18 meeting and the 03/12/18 meeting. Three responses to the 03/12/18 mailing were received, two responses objecting to approval of the application and one response from Fairview Township recommending approval of the application. The application was reviewed and discussed with Ms. Hidde, Stonemark Surveying representing Beach Club LLC. 
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MS/P Kostial/Holten to approve the CUP application for the non-riparian phase of Beach Club LLC/Quarterdeck Resort development to be located at PID #s contained in the application summary above based upon review of the criteria contained in Sections 705 and 1104.9 of the Land Use Ordinance and M.S. 394.301 with these findings and conditions: 
Findings: 
1. Support of the resort industry through reasonable and prudent land use regulation is a priority and policy of the Cass County Board of Commissioners. 
2. No objections have been received from governmental entities notified of the application. 
3. Approval will have no impact to the demand for governmental services. 
4. No wetland or critical habitat will be disturbed by the resort expansion. 
5. No scenic or historic features will be affected by the resort expansion. 
6. With proper erosion control and landscaping, there is no reason to expect that the resort expansion will adversely affect the lake or neighboring property. 
7. The resort expansion complies with Section 1104.9 L. of the Land Use Ordinance. 
8. CU15-134-29-1 adopting the riparian configuration of the resort was adopted by the Planning Commission 11/09/15. 
9. There is no evidence or information to conclude that the former or new configuration of the resort has adversely affected adjoining property. 
10. The resort clientele is temporary and transient which will not affect public facilities such as schools and parks. 
11. The resort utilizes existing township and state roadways that will not require expansion or reconfiguration and therefore no additional public infrastructure will be required. 
12. As configured and operated, no particular or specific threat to public health, safety and welfare can be expected from the redevelopment. 
13. Waste water treatment will comply with applicable county and state standards with no public infrastructure required. 
14. As reviewed with 4410.4300 of the Environmental Rules, the project does not reach the mandatory EAW threshold. 
15. The proposed resort configuration complies with applicable density standards. 
16. Subject to the Conditions, there is no evidence or reason to expect that the resort redevelopment will adversely affect adjoining property. 
17. The dimensions and location of the structures are not out of scale in relationship to the property and will be mostly unobservable from the lake. 

Conditions: 
1. The structure configuration as submitted in the application 01/24/18 is adopted and shall not be significantly altered except as authorized by ESD staff or if necessary the Planning Commission. 
2. As allowed by density standards the number of units/structures and related event/meeting space are adopted as submitted in the application dated 01/24/18. 
4. The Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan included with the submittal documents is adopted and shall be implemented as construction is initiated. 
5. The Grading Plan included with the submittal documents is adopted and shall be implemented as construction is initiated. 
6. Prior to commencement of any construction, and for the duration of construction, ESD shall be provided with verification of issuance of an MPCA NDPES permit. 
7. ESD shall be provided with verification of MN DOH Resort License; and, for so long as the resort shall be operated; a valid and effective Resort License shall be continuously maintained. 
8. All roofs shall be designed to direct run-off away from the lake. 
9. Parking of vehicles and trailers is only permitted in designated areas. 
10. A fifty feet wide vegetative buffer shall be maintained or established along the resort boundaries as they border County #77, Gull Lane SW and Ski Gull Lane SW. If in the opinion of ESD staff this buffer should be enhanced with additional trees and shrubs, a plan for enhancement of the identified specific portion of the buffer shall be submitted to and approved by ESD staff and if necessary the Planning Commission prior to the commencement of any construction. Said plan shall include types and size of vegetation to be used adequate to meet the intended purpose of the buffer, screening to neighboring property, within five years. 
11. The resort shall be operated and maintained in compliance with this Conditional Use Permit and other related Conditional Use Permits and applicable Cass County Ordinances. 
12. The property is classified Water Oriented Commercial (WOC) and is currently a Conditional Use in said district. All future alterations and expansion of the resort shall require a permit, amended Conditional Use Permit (CUP) or Conditional Use Permit (CUP) as required by the applicable section of the Land Use Ordinance, so long as resort operations continue and resort units that may be constructed in the resort shall have such riparian lake access and mooring rights as may be permitted by CUP or amended CUP approved by the Cass County Planning Commission. 
13. A letter of credit in the amount of $5,000 shall be submitted to ESD prior to the commencement of construction which will be reduced incrementally as determined by ESD as excavation, constriction erosion control is conducted and established and as post construction vegetation is established.
