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A special meeting of the Fairview Township Board of Supervisors was called to order at 5:00 PM on Thursday April 24, 2018 at the site of the proposed road vacation on S. Agate Shore Dr (the old Birch Dr.). Board members in attendance were Supervisors Jim Weizenegger, Walt Richmond and Tom Dechmann, and Clerk-Treasurer Marla Yoho. 
Property owners in attendance included: Shorty Spohn, Jon Thomas, Linda Rasmussen, Kathy Pierce, and Lee Wangstad.
Those in attendance inspected the area where the road will end and where the cul-de-sac will be constructed. The cul-de-sac will be needed for school buses, road equipment, RV’s etc. to turn around since the road will be fenced off within the Birch Bay RV Resort. Spohn explained that the road will be fenced off to prevent RV’s from using S Agate Shore Dr to enter and exit the RV Resort, thus reducing traffic on the road. The Birch Bay RV Resort sign will be removed from the intersection of S Agate Shore DR and Cty 77. 
The meeting reconvened at the town hall at 5:30 PM. 
The Board discussed the need for paving the 395-foot road and cul-de-sac to Cass County spec since heavy equipment will use it. 
Shorty Spohn explained that he had not anticipated the cost of paving the road and cul-de-sac. He has received an estimate of $12,300 from Anderson Bros. Construction. That estimate does not break out the cost of paving the 395-feet of road bed and the cul-de-sac separately. 
The Road Supervisor suggested that he contact Dan Surma at Tri-City Paving for a comparison bid since they did work within the township last summer. 
The Board discussed the possibility of doing road work on S Agate Shore Dr this summer. There is a possibility that the Birch Bay RV paving (of the gravel road and cul-de-sac) could be included with the township’s road project for reimbursement by the Spohns.
The Clerk explained that the Road Order cannot be recorded with the County Recorder and Auditor until all conditions have been met.
It was agreed that this issue should be tabled until the next regular monthly Board meeting on May 8th, 2018. By then the Spohns may have another estimate, and the Board will have had an opportunity to conduct their Road Review on April 24th and will have a better understanding of what work the township may need to do on S. Agate Shore Dr overall.
Weizenegger/Dechmann/ Unanimous: Motion to table the discussion on vacation of a portion of S Agate Shore Dr (the old Birch Dr.) and to reconvene the discussion on May 8, 2018 at the regular monthly Board of Supervisors meeting.
